FORTIETH ANNIVERSARY OF THE ASSASSINATION OF MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR.

This past Friday, April 4, marked a truly sad occasion: 40 years ago, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. was felled by an assassin’s bullet in Memphis, Tennessee. But what no bullet could stop was the Reverend’s dream of a nation committed to the ideals of liberty and justice for all; that no man could kill. Forty years later, our nation is again examining our racial attitudes and the divisions that still exist based on the color of one’s skin.  Forty years later, much work remains to be done for King’s dream to become reality.  But much progress has been made:  Jim Crow laws are a thing of the past, great advances have been made in race relations and the Democratic Party’s frontrunner for president is an African-American. Still, we all need to redouble our efforts to work for equality and to pray for justice.  Let us recall this anniversary with a commitment that the dream will live on through us; through our words and actions each day.  This is the greatest way to honor the memory of Martin Luther King who lived and died that we might all be free.
